RESTRUCTURE OF THE WELSH PYRAMID

To All Member Clubs of the South Wales Amateur League, The South Wales Senior League, and All League Secretaries of Leagues which offer football under the Pyramid Structure.

The South Wales Football Association, in common with all Directly Affiliated Leagues and Area Associations, and following the decision of the Football Association of Wales to implement the Strategic Plan, have to advise the relevant parties involved the procedure of carrying out this instruction in our Area.

1 The Welsh Premier League will be reduced to 12 Clubs for Season 2010/2011

2 No League will be allowed divisions of more than 16 Teams.

3 There can be no reserve teams playing in the pyramid structure.
 



4 In our Area, this means the Welsh League, the South Wales Amateur and Senior Leagues and the Premier Divisions of All District Leagues. Lower divisions of the District Leagues will be subject to their own Domestic arrangements.

5 The Champion Club of the South Wales Amateur and Senior Leagues, will still be allowed the opportunity of progression to the Welsh League provided all criteria is correct.

To bring about this change we, as an Association, have to look at the worse case scenario, which means that The Welsh League have to reduce by 6 Clubs, and they may all be Clubs from the South Wales FA Area.. This means that they would have to be accommodated in the next tier down, the Amateur or Senior Leagues. To bring about this change, the South Wales FA, in agreement with the two Leagues have decided on the following course of action.

1 The bottom two Clubs in the Second Division of each League will be relegated, as per the current relegation regulations.

2 The Clubs placed at 12, 13, 14  positions in the Second Division, may be liable to relegation to the District League.

3 The Clubs placed in the Top Three in the Second Division and those in the Bottom Three of the First Division will be promoted and relegated as normal in accordance with their League domestic arrangements.

4 The Clubs placed at 11,12,13 positions in the First Divisions will be liable to relegation to the Second Division.

5 The Clubs being relegated from the Welsh League will be placed, on an equal basis, in the South Wales Amateur and Senior Leagues.  

6 Premier Divisions of District Leagues must only accommodate Clubs who are of First Team Status.

The South Wales FA, will be closely monitoring the position and any changes All parties will be keep up to date.

The South Wales FA, in advising its member clubs of the current and future position of clubs within the structure, will enable all parties to be aware of the possible position that will be finalised at the end of this season.
